P2- The head of the USA is the President. The USA Government consists of 3 branches- the executive branch, the legislative and the judicial. The executive branch is presented by the President and the Vice President. The judicial branch is headed by the Supreme Court. The legislative branch consists of the Congress which is divided into two houses- the House of Representatives and the Senate.
